• Provide ALL Sellers / Parents / Families with High Quality Sales Email that makes selling EASY

• Parents can Email co-workers / Students can Email friends = MAKES SELLING SIMPLE !

SELL @ STORES

• Organize parent teams to supervise the sellers who are really motivated to be top producers and line up several weekend sales locations like Wal Mart, Movie Theater, Grocery Store, etc.

• Cards are easy to handle / sell with 2 volunteers using our attached accounting form

• Talk to store managers for permission to sell on specific dates. Explain why your group is fundraising, what and when you will be selling, and any other sale specifics that will help make manager’s permission decision easy.

SELL @ WEEKEND SALE

• Required participation for adult supervised Weekend Sale at designated location / date / time

• Set Sales Goals per Seller / Team and Make Sure Everyone Knows the Sales Script
