Scoreboard Controller Instructions
SET-UP (First visiting team of each field of the day):

1. Retrieve controller from softball storage shed

2. Place controller on picnic table

3. Plug gray electrical cord into electrical outlet under the left side of the picnic table

4. Plug black input cord into input outlet under the right side of the picnic table

5. Turn power on at back of controller box and at input outlet

KEEPING SCORE

1. Make sure controller and scoreboard are on

2. Enter Code – 03 (baseball) and hit ENTER – Scoreboard should indicate 1st inning, no points, no balls, no strikes, no outs.

3. Use GUEST SCORE +1 to add runs. Use GUEST SCORE -1 to take away runs. This works the same for the HOME SCORE. Home team is always in the 1st base dugout.

4. To record a BALL or STRIKE just push button labeled BALL or STRIKE. On the 3rd strike the board will automatically indicate 1 OUT. At 4 balls the ball and strike indicator will reset.

5. After 3 outs the scoreboard will automatically reset for the next team at bat.

6. You must push OUT to indicate any outs by fielding.
STORING CONTROLLER

1. Last visiting team of the day at each field is responsible for packing up the controller and cords and returning it to the softball storage shed.

2. Please make sure controller is turned off at back of box. Unplug cords and also turn off input switch under picnic table.

3. Return box and cords to black storage case.
